Let’s have a chat about scat

No matter what you choose to call it – excrement, feces, poop, scat or dung – it’s just plain unpleasant. Left on the street, canine feces can be washed into storm drains, sending fecal coliform and E. coli into lakes and rivers whenever it rains. Contaminated water can cause typhoid fever, viral and bacterial gastroenteritis and hepatitis A. Pet waste also contributes to algae growth, making our lakes and rivers green and unsightly. 

In some urban areas, as much as 20% of water-borne bacteria can be traced to dog droppings. It has also been estimated that 100 dogs could contribute enough waste to contaminate a small lake or bay within only two to three days. 

Do your part to keep poop out of the water. Equip yourself with bags whenever you and your dog head out for a walk, and practice bending, scooping and bagging until you can pick up like a pro. [Insert city ordinance info here.]
